Remember that 
the speed limit in school zones is 20 miles per 
hour, and the use of cell phones in the school 
zones is prohibited. For parents who drop off stu-
dents in the elementary parking lot, please do not 
drop your student off in the parking lot and make 
them walk through the drop -off line to enter the 
building. The parents who are in line to drop off 
their students are not expecting someone to walk 
in front of their vehicle and may not see your child. 
Waiting a few extra minutes in the drop -off line is 
certainly worth the safety of our children. Thanks 
to everyone for working together to keep our chil-
dren safe.

Another benefit of sick 
ones staying home, is they can rest and get well!  
 

Remember the single best way to stop germ 
transmission, is good old simple hand washing, 
with plain soap and water!  
 
Children might enjoy picking out a soap dis-
penser for home use, and be more inclined to 
use their favorite soap, They might also like to 
choose theyôre own special box of tissues to keep 
by their bed.  
 
Hand sanitizer is perfect for those times between 
hand washing! 
 
Pesky germs will not stand a  
chance, if we practice healthy  
cough and sneeze habits at  
home and at school!
